Move from informal (communicative) language to formal (academic) language.
Go from simple to complex

Be mindful of the cognitive demand of each task, matching the purpose of the lesson.
Use same manips to spiral concepts.

Explicitly teach vocab, linking informal to formal.

Incorporate student to student interaction.

Be mindful of the background knowledge of students (sorting fruits and veggies).
Allow exploration before teaching.
